Our Youth are separated by many miles living in Montana and it is next to 
impossible to have group fund raiser activities such as car washes, bake sales, 
neighborhood lawn cleaning & mowing, etc to raise money, so past Officers 
and Youth Advisors created by-laws that the Youth are required to obtain a 
minimum of $150 sponsorships every year to defray the cost of Circuit 
Awards for the Stampede Horse Show.  Youth considering attending the 
World Championship Show would need to obtain a minimum of $300 for 
one horse or $450 in sponsorships if taking two horses.
