Before your points count toward MQHY A year-end awards you need to be a member of
MQHYA and obtain a minimum of $150 worth of sponsorships for the MQHY A Stampede horse
show which must to be turned in by June 1% of the current calendar year and exhibitor/horse
combination must earn a minimum of 10 points in a minimum of 6 shows during the current
calendar year.

Any youth interested in qualifying for the AQHYA World Show July 31% through August 8",
2009 you must be a member in good standing of MQHY A for the current year, be a member of
AQHYA by May 31* of the qualifying year, and obtain a minimum of $300 in sponsorships for
the MQHYA Stampede horse show which must be turned in by June 1% of the current calendar
year. Jackson Land & Cattle and Fields Family Foundation a Jackson Hole, Wyoming ranch has
made it possible for many qualified youth participants to attend the AQHY A World
Championship Show.
